.Recently, there have been two cases of tularemia reported from Tasmania following contact with
sick possums.

While this is an extremely rare disease, it shows that collection of
history of wild animal contact is important to aid diagnosis.

Arboviral disease should be suspected when abrupt onset arthralgia and/or
myalgia occurs.

Of the 8.8 million child deaths in 2008, 1 in 5 were due to pneumonia.

Pneumonia kills more children under 5 than any other iliness in every region of the world.

Exclusive breastfeeding for the first 6 months of life results in 15-23% reduction in childhood pneumonia.
Vaccinations such as the Hib and Pneumococcal vaccines result in a 49% reduction in pneumonia infections.

Diphtheria death in Brisbane

Anunimmunised 22-year-old Queensland worman died earlier this year from
diphtheria, She contracted the disease from a friend who had recently returned from
international travel, This case highlights that this sericus disease still exists and the
importance of diphtheria vaccine for children, adults and travellers.

Diphtheria is an acute kacterial infection caused by toxigenic strains of
Corynebacterium diphtheriae. It primarily causes severs inflammation of the tonsils,
phanynz, nose and larynx Cther mucous memizranes and skin can be involved.

The bacteria produce toxins that cause an atbnormal memiborane to grove inthe throat,
which can lead to suffocation. Other complications include paralysis and heart failure
if the toxing spread throughout the body. Around 10 per cent of people exposed to
diphtheria die from the disease.

Signs and symptoms of diphtheria include:

* [UNMY NOSe + swollen lymph nodes in the throat

+ severe sore throat + A greyish-white memlbrane on the throat

+ low-grade fever + breathing problems _',-" '
+ malaise + swallowing problems >

Transmission may ocouUr as long as virlent kacteria are present in discharges and lesions, The time is variable bt is usually
twio wieeks or less and seldom more than four weeks without antibictics. Appropriate antibiotic therapy promptly terminates
shedding. The rare chronic carrier may shed organisms for six menths or more.

Infants born of Immune mothers are relatively immune, but passive immunity s usdally lost by six months of age. Lifelong
immunity is usually, bt not always, acquired after disease or inapparert infection. A primary course of toxoid vaccination
provides long lasting but not lifelong immunity, Yaccinated individuals may become colonised by C. diphtharfasa inthe
nasopharymdwhile still eing protected from dlinical disease. This means they carry the disease and can passit on 1o

supplementary dose

From 1 July 2011 7vPCV (Prevenar®) was replaced with 13vPCV
(Prevenar 13®). From 1 October 2011 to 30 September 2012, the
Commonwealth Government is providing a free supplementary dose of
Prevenar 13® to eligible children so they can benefit from protection from
the additional six disease strains covered by Prevenar 13®. This includes
disease associated with the increasingly predominant serotype 19A.

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Pneumovax 23
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Recommendation not to revaccinate (TGA 2011)

Laboratory analyses of batch N3336 to date have not detected any problem related to vaccine
manufacture or handling.

Preliminary analysis demonstrates:

A1 78 adverse reactions reported, of which 169 are injection site reactions (ISRs). This compares to
63 adverse reactions reported to end April in 2010 and 34 to end April 2009.

A7 of 178 adverse reaction reports are from Batch N3336 used in NSW and ACT.

282 of the 169 ISRs are severe reactions including cellulitis, extensive swelling from shoulder to
elbow and/or abscess.

Arhere is a preponderance of second dose (revaccination) reactions. Of the 82 severe reactions, 44
are second dose, 22 are first dose and in 15 cases it is unknown at this stage whether it was a first or
second dose.

The Australian Technical Advisory Group on Immunisation (ATAGI) is currently reviewing the place of
Pneumovax23 in the National Immunisation Programme.
This alert is not applicable to use of the 7-valent pneumococcal conjugate vaccine Prevenar.

Recommendations
Health practitioners are advised not to administer Pneumovax 23 vaccine to
patients who have previously received a dose of Pneumovax 23 until
completion of a review of this matter by the TGA and ATAGI is completed.
